• Login at www.drcomfortdpm.com and select CLIENT LOGIN 
• Enter the Patient Name 
• Select the shoe style, color, size and width from pull-down menus 
• Select the number of inserts (heat moldable or gel only) 
• Select the ship-to location (if you have more than one location) 
• Add it to your shopping cart (you can place more than one order at a time) 
• That’s it! 

 
Why do it?  By ordering on-line, you will save time.  In many instances, your orders will 
be shipped on the same day the order is placed.  Because on-line orders are entered 
directly into our computer system, you will also get the satisfaction that your orders are 
entered exactly the way you ordered them.
